BACKGROUND:  Three alpha 2-adrenoceptors have been cloned, and are designated alpha 2a, alpha 2b  and 

alpha 2c. All three re ceptors are activated by norepinephrine and all three are couple d via Gi to adenylate 

cyclase. The alpha 2a adrenergic receptor  is widely distributed in the CNS, lung, blood vessels and skeletal 

muscle and mediates vasoconstriction and inhibition of neurotr ansmission.  
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Figure 1.  ADRA2A -mediated inhibition of in tracellular cAMP accumulation. Irradiated c ell s stably expressing the 
ADRA2A receptor (green squares ) or non - irradiated  ADRA2A  cells (black  triangles ) were exposed to t he indicated 
concentrations of UK14304 for 30 min at 37 oC  with 10 µM forskolin and 1 mM IBMX.  Intracellular cAMP was assayed 
using the HitHunter kit ( DiscoveRx ).    
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
